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This document shows you what children in Reception will be learning throughout the year and what your child will be learning in the Autumn term. You will receive more information later in the year.
Intent - The West Hampstead Curriculum is designed to:
1. Teach our pupils to learn well
2. Teach our pupils how to lead happy, healthy, constructive lives, in which they can aspire and experience success
3. Ensure broad and balanced knowledge of the world 
4. Ensure high levels of competence in the core subjects of English and maths
5. Teach our pupils to live well in a diverse world, as confident, responsible citizens

West Hampstead Values:
The children, staff, parents and governors have worked together to develop our five core West Hampstead values , Aspiration, Responsibility, Resilience, Consideration and Community. These themes run through each of our topics. 
EYFS Curriculum: 
The EYFS curriculum uses a broad selection of engaging core texts linked each half term to an overarching theme. The activities and experiences we plan are guided by the Educational Programmes set out in the DFE Statutory framework for the early years foundation stage and designed to enable all children to acquire the skills, knowledge and attitudes they will need by the end of the reception year.
The National Curriculum:
At our school the National Curriculum is statutory. It lays out the range of subjects we must teach and sets the standards pupils are expected to reach at the end of each key stage of learning. Our Schools Curriculum incorporates the National Curriculum and goes beyond it. We have adapted and extended the National Curriculum to meet the particular needs of our pupils and families. It is a curriculum designed to work for all in our community.
Topic Enrichment   We believe that all topics should be memorable, engaging and exciting! Our curriculum is enriched with additional experiences, trips and events to enhance the learning that goes on in our school.

	MATHEMATICS

	We follow the NCETM Mastering Number Curriculum 
Autumn 1 and 2 Themes:
(4 whole class sessions/week with follow up group activities and reinforced through continuous provision)
· Subitising – Subitising to 5 (see the amount don’t count), Representing amounts with fingers
· Cardinality, Ordinality and Counting – Developing 1:1 counting skills in different contexts, knowledge of counting sequence and understanding of cardinality. Counting beyond 5. Recognising numerals and linking to quantities that can be subitised.
· Composition – all numbers can be made of 1s, compose own collections within 4. Begin to explore concept of ‘wholes’ and ‘parts’ explore composition of numbers within 5.
· Comparison – compare sets according to different attributes including ‘how many’. Use language of comparison including ‘more than’ and ‘fewer than’. Compare sets just by looking, then by subitising and by matching. Understand ‘equal amounts’ by matching.
We will also teach some sessions around describing, creating, and continuing patterns as well as sorting by shape and colour.

We will be introducing songs, rhymes and pieces of music linked to our topics. 

Specific music focus:
· Rhythm: Introducing the idea of a steady beat. Moving around in time to the music. Introduce vocabulary of ‘move in time’ and ‘beat’.
· Pitch: Introduce vocabulary of pitch – explore high sounds and low sounds.
· Dynamics: Introduce loud and quiet sounds and how different types of music makes us feel. 
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
