ÅThree storeyhouse belonging to Hackney council for 
the purpose of providing children from London 
countryside experiences.
ÅOn private grounds (gardens, fields, allotment, 

greenhouse, orchard, wooden play area, chicken 
coops, pond).
ÅEnvironmentally friendly (solar panels, harvesting 

food, eggs from chickens, locally sourced produce, 
composting and water recycling on site).
ÅAll meals cooked on site (all halal, vegan/vegetarian 

catered for).
