Rural
An area 
where not 
many people 
live, e.g. the 
countryside.

Mine
A place where 
people dig to 
find coal, 
minerals or 
metals.

Agricultural
Where land 
is used to 
farm food.

Commercial
Where land is 
used for 
businesses.

Recreational
Where land is 
used for 
exercise and 
relaxation.

Urban and Rural3

● I know different types of settlement, including villages, towns and cities.
● I know that settlements are often located near rivers, as they need a water supply.
● I know that land is used in different ways in the UK, including agriculture, commerce, housing and mining.

How do humans use the land in the UK?

London:
Urban, developed land use - commercial, recreational and residential, with no agricultural or mining.

Cornwall:
Rural, much more undeveloped land use, with developed land used for agricultural and mining.
